Without the entire 
community working together, Lowell would not 
be able to sustain and improve the high level of  
educational excellence we provide for our out-
standing students.  Because of  your support, 
this year Lowell has attained its highest Aca-
demic Performance Index (API) score ever.  
Our API score of  950 is not only the highest in 
San Francisco but the highest for all large urban 
high schools in California!
On November 15th, 2008, numerous students, 
parents and staff  volunteered to help beautify 
Lowell.  Interior and exterior walls were cleaned 
and painted; books in the Meyer Library were 
Òspring cleaned;Ó volunteers planted native 
plants and trees at the front and rear of  the 
campus, and a well-deserved gourmet lunch was 
appreciated by all participants.  I would like to 
thank all of  you who assisted and shared in this 
wonderful and successful community event. 
In November of  2008, we were once again 
invited to apply for the California Distinguished 
Schools Award.  This top honor is awarded to 
schools that have successfully increased API 
scores in all sub-ethnic group categories, and 
have closed the achievement gap between 
underperforming ethnic and socio-economically 
disadvantaged groups.  In March, the California 

Distinguished School Visiting Committee will 
visit and evaluate Lowell.   
In December, we received news from the 
College Board that LowellÕs Advanced 
Placement (AP) Program is ranked globally.  
This ranking is due to the increased number of  
AP exams given (3,110) and the number of  
students who scored 3 or higher.  Our program 
at Lowell l is ranked # 3 among all high schools 
in the world.  We are proud of  our students and 
teachers who have worked hard for this truly 
exceptional accolade.
As spring approaches, IÕd like to remind you 
that our annual Campaign for the Lowell Fund 
is just around the corner.  These funds are a 
necessary component of  the Lowell operating 
budget, providing your students with the 
additional support, classes and opportunities 
that consistently make Lowell High School a 
top-flight academic institution.  Funding cuts 
anticipated in the long-delayed State budget may 
make it necessary to send March 15 layoff  
notices to some of  our best and brightest new 
teachers. Your donations to the Lowell Fund 
will make a difference! 
Once again, I would like to thank the Lowell 
community and most of  all, the PTSA, for your 
continued support of  Lowell.  We are fortunate 
to have great students, parents who go above 
and beyond, alumni who keep our school 
traditions alive, and teachers and staff  who care 
and believe in the success of  your child.

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he last few months have brought a tide of  
mixed blessings. A new state budget has 
finally passed, but includes significant cuts 

to education. The stimulus package is in place, 
but the effect on state and local economies is not 
yet known. The City of  San Francisco has 
announced that it will be releasing ÒRainy Day 
FundÓ monies to cover some losses 
in school funding, but it clearly 
wonÕt be enough to save all 
of  our teachersÕ positions.
Over the years, despite 
all the vagaries of  
public school 
financing, the Lowell 
Fund has always been 
able to provide Lowell 
with a level of  
unprecedented support 
that has helped ease 
some of  the 
monetary challenges it has faced. In 
the current economic environment it is more 
crucial than ever that parents and supporters 
step in to help bridge the funding gap if  we 
hope to maintain LowellÕs tremendous value to 
our students.
As always, our school and our students continue 
to shine!  Under Principal Andrew IshibashiÕs 
guidance, and through the dedication and hard 
work of  teachers and administrators alike, 
Lowell has garnered further recognition as one 
of  the countryÕs best public high schools. 
Recently Andy reported that Lowell is now one 
of  the top five schools worldwide in AP Tests 
passed with a 3 or better!  Lowell has also been 

nominated to become one of  only a handful of  
schools honored as ÒCalifornia Distinguished 
Schools.Ó Beyond academic excellence, the 
schoolÕs extra-curricular programs continue to 
thrive, funded in part by $50,000 contributed 
each year by the Lowell Fund.
Despite the challenging times, many of  you gave 

very generously to our Fall 2008 drive 
and we actually exceeded our 

target of  $100,000! Our goal 
for the Spring 2008 Cam-
paign is to raise, at 
minimum, an additional 
$175,000. If  we can reach 
this goal we will be able 
to provide the $300,000

A very successful Fall 2008 Beautification Day was held on Saturday, November 15th under clear 
blue skies.  Hundreds of  Lowell students came to help paint, garden, clean windows and beautify 
Lowell. Over one thousand volunteer hours were logged!
Led by parents Maia Krache and Tom Scharffenberger, dozens of  volunteers dug holes and 
planted trees along Eucalyptus Drive.  Weeds were pulled, trees and bushes were trimmed, and 
dozens of  plants were planted in the front of  the school.  Kevin Brickley, another Lowell parent, 
coordinated the painting effort.  He gathered groups of  volunteers to prep and paint hallway walls, 
and directed others to the area outside the cafeteria to re-paint the metal benches.  Still others were 
kept busy painting the flagpole area and the outside walls. Volunteers could be seen throughout the 
day, washing windows, sweeping and mopping floors, and working on litter abatement at Lowell and 
the surrounding areas.   
Beginning the day with donated bagels, Debbie, Andrew and Welton Wong coordinated the food 
and beverages available at the event.  As the day warmed, they worked to keep the volunteers 
hydrated.  They provided a satisfying lunch that included a variety of  sandwiches, fruit and cookies.

LOWELL WELLNESS CENTER UPDATE

Last August the Wellness Center began its eighth 
year at Lowell with many changes. We have a 
new Wellness Coordinator, Jen Krasner, who 
has great enthusiasm for working with the 
students and genuinely wants to help them get 
through the stressors of  teenage life as well as 
the rigors of  Lowell academic life.  We also 
welcomed Max Anders as the Community 
Health Outreach Worker (CHOW).  Max acts as 
a liaison, linking students to community-based 
agencies and resources available throughout San 
Francisco. The new team is augmented by the 
experience of  our veteran Wellness staff, Nurse 
Maryann Rainey, who has been at Lowell since 
the inception of  the Wellness Center in 2000, 
and Kin Leung, our licensed behavioral health 
therapist, who is in his 3rd year of  providing 1:1 
mental health counseling to our students. Daria 
Orechwa, this yearÕs intern from San Francisco 
State University, works alongside Kin.
The Wellness Center provides 1:1 and group 
therapeutic services.  In addition, outreach is 
made to freshmen registries and also by visiting a 
number of  upper classes to present Wellness 
101.  The team promotes their services by 
posting fliers around the campus and empha-
sizes maintaining confidentiality in all services 
that they offer.  As a result of  the teamÕs efforts, 
the number of  drop-ins and teacher-made 
referrals has increased this year.
The PTSA is a supporter and partner of  the 
Wellness Center through funding of  positions 
and grants.

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ven in the shadow of  a school budget 
crisis, LowellÕs PTSA, through the gene-
rous donations of  Lowell supporters, was 

again able to offer the Staff  and Administration 
of  our school the opportunity to apply for 
PTSA Enrichment Grants. These grants are 
requests to provide financial support for 
programs that would not otherwise be funded 
through the school budget. 
The dedicated committee, made up of  parents, 
PTSA Board members, students, Lowell alumni 
and administrators, met during the month of  
October to review and make recommendations 
on 28 requests totaling $62,783.43.  To guarantee 
proper PTSA funding, the Grant Committee 
follows strict guidelines to insure that each grant 
will benefit the largest possible number of  
students within the scope of  the proposed grant. 
The Grant committee was able to fully fund 
almost every grant requested, with additional 
cooperative funding from the Lowell Alumni 
Association.  The recommendations were 
presented and ratified by the general member-
ship at the November General Meeting.
Grant requests came from many different 
departments throughout Lowell. The funding 
covers programs like ÒPoets in the School,Ó a 
poetry workshop for 9th grade English students, 
and the ÒPlato Literacy Project,Ó for students 
assigned to the Academic Literacy class.  We 
were also able to provide funding for a grant for 
textbooks for a new English class and funding to 
the Special Ed. Department for the purchase 
various materials and curriculum to support our 
special needs students. 
Other enrichment programs supported were our 
Wellness Center, which provides health care, 

prevention and early intervention program 
services, and our Peer Resource Center, which 
promotes youth leadership.  Departments such 
as Math, English, and World Languages were 
also recipients of  grants to help pay for teachersÕ 
time to grade or proctor placement tests.  Even 
the Administration was given money to help 
support projects in both the Counseling offices 
and the DeanÕs office. Many of  these depart-
ments had suffered earlier funding cuts as a 
result of  the ongoing school budget crisis.
The Counseling Department received funding 
for ÒFamily ConnectionÓ software from 
Naviance, which Counselor May Choi describes 
as Òa link between counselors with students to 
improve all aspects of  the entire college plan-
ning and application process.Ó  The department 
plans to implement this program immediately 
with LowellÕs junior Class of  2010.
Grants were also given to support extracurricular 
activities, from our award winning Forensics 
Team to our CISF-AAA City Championship 
winning Cross Country and Baseball teams.  Our 
Visual & Performing Arts Department was given 
various grants to help fund the Fall Play and 
Spring Musical, as well as additional support for 
our drama students and AP Art students. 
The PTSA is proud to be able to help financially 
support our students and faculty with the 
equipment and materials needed to maintain the 
standards that make Lowell one of  the top high 
schools in the nation.  We ask that you continue 
to support the PTSA with your donations, 
through both the Lowell Fund and our cyber-
fundraising programs such as e-scrip. Thank you!
